Guidelines for School Safety  
• School gates will open in the morning at 7.00 a.m. ( as per summer timings and 7.30 a.m. as 

per winter timings} on all working days. Parents have to ensure that their ward reaches 
school only by this time.  

• Summer Timings of the school have been revised. The school will start at 7.30 a.m. and will 
get over by 1.40 p.m. for classes I to X.  

• It has been observed that some children wait after the school hours ( pick-up vehicle are not 
available). Kindly ensure that the children move from the school by 2.00 p.m.  latest.  

• The timing to meet the school Principal is from 8:30 am. To 10.00 a.m. from Monday to 
Friday or with prior appointment.  

• Various committees for safety and security (like child protection, preventing sexual 
harassment, school safety etc.) are functioning to tackle misbehaviour at various levels. 
Please contact the school office for details if required.  

• As per the orders of the Traffic Police (Motor Vehicle Act 4/181 and 5/180), ensure that the 
vehicle hired for transportation of your ward is registered for commercial purpose. Please 
ensure the vehicle is safe and the police verification of the driver is done.  

• As the orders of the Gurugram Traffic Police, underage driving is strictly prohibited. Any 
information received by the institution related to the violation of this rule will be informed 
to the police.
